Christian songs for the weekly services.  We occasionally play praise concerts and/or fundraisers.

The instrumentalists play as a band which is currently comprised of 
keyboard, two rhythm guitars, lead guitar, bass, drums, trumpet and 
clarinet.  We rehearse weekly for two hours on Wednesday evenings.  
The first hour is band only and the second is with the singers.  The band 
is currently “full”, but we are always looking for singers. 

 
Our singers consist of children, teens and adults.  Several families 
and/or family members participate together.  They rehearse for one 
hour weekly on Wednesday evenings.
